Holy Trinity Students Demonstrate College Readiness


TEMPLE--Holy Trinity Catholic High School 2010 seniors top the ACT state averages.  

Holy Trinity recently received the College Readiness Report from the ACT.  The report reflects the achievements of Holy Trinity 2010 graduates and indicates the extent to which they are prepared for college-level work.  


“Holy Trinity seniors outpaced all test takers in the state of Texas by significantly large margins.  The scores are a true testament to our students’ work ethic and the excellent instruction offered by our teachers,” said Cheryl Sanders, counselor.  

ACT has benchmarks for college readiness in the following areas:  college English composition, college Algebra, college social science (reading), college biology, and a composite for all four disciplines.  

The ACT benchmark for readiness in college English composition is a score of 18 on the ACT English test, for college Algebra is a score of 22 on the ACT math test, for college social science is a score of 21 on the ACT reading test, and for college biology is a 24 on the ACT science test.  The averages for the seniors who took the ACT during the 2009-2010 were as follows:  English – 25.9; Math – 25.1; Reading – 25.9; Science – 23.1; and composite – 25.0.  The state averages were as follows:  English – 19.7; Math – 21.4; Reading – 20.8; Science – 20.9; and composite – 20.8.

In meeting all 4 benchmarks, Holy Trinity far outpaces students from across the state. These statistics show that private education competes significantly with state public education.  Holy Trinity prides itself on its college preparatory curriculum.
